1. How did you become an engineer? Was it  your childhood ambition?

I was a science student in secondary school and during my time, there was not much information and 

choices of tertiary courses. Since most of my classmates pursued technical courses, I basically followed suit. 

Thereafter, engineering just seemed to be a very natural, wide-ranging field to get myself into based on my 

education background and interest in mathematics and sciences.

2. Tell us briefly about your career as an engineer.

I started my engineering career in Melbourne, Australia after completing my studies in mechanical 

engineering. I had the opportunity of working on design and commissioning of industrial furnaces and ovens 

in Australia. After returning to Malaysia, I joined a consulting firm, Tenaga Ewbank Preece Sdn Bhd working 

on the first two phases of Kapar power station project in Selangor and the first phase of Paka combined cycle 

power plant in Terengganu. Thereafter, I joined ICI Malaysia Bhd working on the design and construction of 

chlor-alkali chemical plant including HAZOP studies, for a new plant in Pasir Gudang, Johor. I then moved on 

to a fire protection contracting company, which undertook fire protection system installations in commercial 

and industrial sectors as well as other interesting projects such as electronics work at the Sepang F1 racing 

circuit, M&E work at Traders Hotel, Equatorial Hotel and Sedonia Hotel in Myanmar, and the Institute of 

Land & Surveying (INSTUN) campus, Perak.

MSC 2023-23 takes cognizance of Malaysia, being a developing 
country has to balance our environmental goals with economic and 
social developments. In line with this train of thought, it is therefore, 
more effective for MASHRAE to pursue a άbŜǘ Zero Energy - NZEnέ 
agenda rather than a άbŜǘ Zero Carbon - b½/έ agenda. 
MSC 2023-24 has hence, chosen the theme of ά.ǳƛƭŘƛƴƎ Operational 
Energy Decarbonisation ό.h95ύέ to pursue our agenda based on the 
following rationale:

¶That embodied carbon is too uncertain and too huge a task to 
tackle locally without direct government participation and 
furthermore operational energy is measurable whereas 
measurement of embodied emission or carbon remains highly 
contentious
¶It is more effective for MASHRAE to focus on reducing carbon 

emission through reduction of operational energy which shall 
include refrigerant leakage
¶Renewable Energy (RE) is an important component and is to be 

included in determining the operational energy
¶The core action of BOED is Energy Efficiency which inevitably has 

direct and indirect impact on reducing carbon emission and 
embodied carbon

ASHRAE Position Document on Building Decarbonisation 
recommends embracing building decarbonisation strategies to 
reduce building greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, premised on 
the stark reality that the building industry accounts for 
roughly 40% of global GHGs, and the global building stock is 
expected to double by 2060. The document highlights that 
decarbonisation of buildings and their systems must be based 
on a holistic analysis including healthy, safe, and comfortable 
environments; energy efficiency; environmental impacts; 
sustainability; operational security; and economics.

As the defacto global leader on HVAC&R, ASHRAE posits that 
as new technologies develop and our understanding of the 
environmental effects of technology grows, ASHRAE is 
committed to continued efforts relating to building 
decarbonisation in the following areas: 

ωResearch and standards development 
ωDesign and equipment applications 
ωTechnical guidance and training 
ωRegulatory guidelines and measures 
ωEducational resources and outreach
